Initially envisaged as an Association of Guilds and other organised bodies of Freemen, it soon became apparent that individuals could also benefit from personal membership by way of meeting freemen from other places and sharing experiences, receiving the Journal which is published four times a year and attending meetings and having a say in the way in which the Association is run.
The Principality of Wales was subsequently included in the title in 1992.
Grimsby has had a long association with the Freemen of England and Wales, both the Enrolled Freemen, and the Guild, being Corporate Members whilst a number of individuals hold personal membership.
